· At the dental surgery

· local applications on very resistant tartar concentrations and on dental plaque-during scaling .

· instillations in the sulci between teeth and gums .

· post-surgical applications .

· At home , as a product for tooth and mouth hygiene .

Use a small , supple nylon or rilsan brush with compact bristles ;  apply       two-three  drops of   YAMELINE  . Place the brush flat against the gums and , with circular movements , carefully , slowly and firmly brush gums near base of teeth , and all tooth surfaces :  external , internal and tritural . Pay particular attention to interstices between the teeth , and brush well against the palate and under the tongue , holding the brush perpendicular to the dental arch .

Rinse mouth and toothbrush abundantly and frequently during the process .

    YAMELINE’S    properties and its excellent tolerance are of great advantage in odontology as a prevention or a cure .

CLINICAL STUDY AND LOCAL TOLERANCE OF THE GEL .

The patient is the dental assistant . Having observed the case studies she requested that YAMELINE
be tested on her . The condition of her mouth mucosa is average , despite careful hygiene .

DIAGNOSIS

After incomplete tooth and face orthopedic treatment , residual malpositions lead to retention of deposits and , consequently , to gum irritation .

TREATMENT

Daily prolonged brushing of gums and base of teeth with   YAMELINE     is recommended .
